(4K).

At Encompass…all 4K for Kids classes
are taught by a DPI licensed kindergarten
teacher.

The 4K for Kids curriculum emphasizes:
F play-based learning
F hands on learning experiences,

including fieldtrips
F early reading and writing activities
F pre-math skills
F kindergarten readiness curriculum
F development of social skills,

including opportunities to interact
with their peers

F parent involvement activities
F wrap-around care available
F Parent-Teacher conferences.

Who is Eligible?

Children must be 4 by September 1st to
enter 4K for Kids.  The program is filled on
a first come – first serve basis.

A monthly activity fee of $10 is required,
in addition to weekly tuition fees.
